John 6:63 (NKJV) 
63 It is the Spirit who gives life; the flesh profits nothing. The words 

that I speak to you are spirit, and they are life.



But how do we recognize the Spirit’s guidance? How do 
we discern between our own thoughts and His leading? 
After all, the Holy Spirit does not speak with audible 

words. Rather, He guides us through our own 
consciences (Romans 9:1) and other quiet, subtle ways.

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“It is easy to overestimate how well we know 
the Bible. Many of us have heard the Bible 
preached and taught all our lives. Certain 

phrases, passages, and stories are so familiar 
they are second nature to us. But the 

familiarity with which we recognize certain 
things as being from the Bible is not the same 
thing as an actual working knowledge of the 

Bible itself. No matter how familiar the sound of 
certain things is to us, if we are not able to use 
the Bible daily in the ways God wants us to use 

it, then we need to study it more.”
