3. Be On Guard For Attacks (1 Peter 5:8)




1 Peter 5:8

Be sober, be vigilant, because your adversary
the devil walks about like a roaring lion,
seeking whom he may devour.




Our Attitude Toward Satan

4. Do Not Invite His Attacks (Ephesians
4:27)




Ephesians 4:26-27

Be angry, and do not sin: do not let the sun go
down on your wrath, nor give place to the

devil.




Charles Haddon Spurgeon:

“Observe the prince of darkness, how
persevering in his endeavors, how
unabashed in his attempts, how daring
in his plans, how thoughtful in his plots,
how energetic in all! The devils are
united as one man in their infamous
rebellion, while we believers in Jesus
are divided in our service of God, and
scarcely ever work with unanimity.”

This He said, signifying
by what death He would die.
