Samuel 8:10-18; 1 Kings 21 :3, Ezra 7:23 -24),

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If it is television, popular music and the newspapers then you will
be a humanist in your thinking, because these areas have been
generally taken over by those who reject God and the Bible and
therefore they promote (often subtly) evolutionism, situation
ethics, immorality and socialism.




Humanism is a secular religion that teaches that people are not
created in the image of God, that there are no absolute standards
of right and wrong, that man is a product of his environment,
evolved by random chance from lower forms of life.
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Therefore people are not moral agents, but
victims of circumstances. To the humanist man Is
the measure of all things - not God.
