Why is this important?

 CONVERTS = “believers” without transformation
 LIMITED LIFE

 DISCIPLES = “followers” learning to become like the 
Master
 transforming back into the original image at creation
 ABUNDANT LIFE



Jesus commissioned us 

to make disciples, not converts!
